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Eclipse workspaces (called “workspace”, “workspaceNoNetwork”, and “workspaceMulticore”) are within a directory called “Workshop” and contain all required Seeds libraries. The Windows versions are configured to run from C:/Workshop/, i.e. “Workshop” directory on C drive. The Mac versions are configured to run from /Workshop/ (i.e. with “Workshop” directory in the root directory).  Eclipse itself can be placed anywhere but may be convenient inside the Workshop directory next to the workspace directories.

If the workspaces are moved to another location, say to a hard drive with drive letter D or to a user directory, you need to alter the Seeds library build paths accordingly. When you open Eclipse and select the workspace at its new location, you should still see the projects in Eclipse:

· PiApprox

· MatrixAdd

· MatrixMult

· NumIntegration

· SeedsTemplate

However, library build path errors will display as the paths to the Seeds libraries will be wrong.

There are three seeds libraries, given the names in the Eclipse projects as:

· “Seeds”
· “SeedsNoNetwork”
· “SeedsMulticore”
one in each workspace.  You will need to correct the build path for the new location.
Adding/altering the path to “Seeds” libraries if needed.

1) Select “workspace”

2) Right click one project say PiApprox Folder

3) Select “Properties” > “Java Build Path” > Libraries > “Seeds” > “Edit” > “User Libraries” > “Remove” to remove “Seeds” libraries if already present.
4) Continue with “New” and enter the library name “Seeds”, and select “OK” to create a new set of libraries under this name “Seeds” 

5) Continue with “Add External JAR’s” and navigate to the Seeds library directory …\workshop\workspace\seeds\lib, then Control-A to select all Seeds jars to add the seeds libraries under the name “Seeds”. Then “Open”, “OK”, “Finish”
All errors in all project in the workspace that use “Seeds” libraries should disappear. 

Repeat process for other workspaces with appropriate name for the libraries - “SeedsNoNetwork” and “SeedsMulticore.”
