Part List
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1: Lid: seals the body

Assembly


The toiletry case consists of three parts: the body, the pin, and the lid. Assembly is easy and requires no tools.


1. First, take the body and place it on a flat surface. Make sure that the bottom of the body is facing down.
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2. Take the lid and place it on top of the body, making sure that the lid is centered, and the hinge of the body is properly aligned with the hinge of the lid.
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3. Slide the pin through all three sections of the hinge, allowing the lid to rotate about that pin.
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Use and Maintenance

Your toiletry case is designed to hold your toiletries and personal care items while you travel. Here are some tips to help you get the most out of your toiletry case:

1. To use your toiletry case, simply open the lid and place your items inside the 5 compartments. The case is designed to hold toothpaste, combs, toothbrushes, razors, shaving cream and more. The 5 compartments are designed to maximize space while fitting a variety of toiletries inside.

2. The closest/long and thin compartment is designed to hold a toothbrush. It is slanted for easy access and has 2 slots at one end. These slots are used to prop up a razor and a toothbrush while using them.
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3. Always make sure that the lid is securely closed before you pack your toiletry case. This will prevent spills and leaks during transport. There is a latch on the front connecting the lid to the body that makes this possible. To use it, close the lid, making sure the latch on the lid on the lid snaps onto the body.
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4. To clean your toiletry case, simply wipe it down with a damp cloth. Do not use harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners, as these can damage the case. If your toiletry case becomes dirty or stained, you can use a mild soap and water solution to clean it. Be sure to rinse the case thoroughly and dry it completely before using it again.




To ensure the longevity of your toiletry case, it is important to maintain each part properly. Here are some recommendations:


1.	Body: The body of your toiletry case is made of durable plastic that is designed to withstand normal wear and tear. However, it is important to avoid dropping or slamming the case, as this can cause cracks or other damage.

2.	Pin: The pin is the most delicate part of your toiletry case. To maintain the pin, avoid putting too much pressure on it when opening or closing the lid. Also, be sure to keep the pin and hinge area clean and free of debris, as this can cause it to become stiff or difficult to use.
