Portfolio Evaluation
Criteria


Your portfolio should display both your process and what you feel is your best work for the semester. You will be graded based on the following criteria:

1) Completeness & Display of Process: This grade will be based on the completeness of your work and how well you displayed your process from the brainstorming stage to the final draft. I will be looking for all stages gone through in class, as well as changes made between drafts. If you need feedback for any drafts, you may come to me, your group members, or the WRC for feedback. (If you visit the WRC, please ask for a form to submit with your draft.)
*You must include the research project even if you do not plan to make changes; it does count as process work for your argumentative essay, and I will need to review your work.*
2) Final Grades for Out-of-Class Essays: Does your writing fulfill assignment requirements and the objectives and goals laid out in class discussion, the course textbook, and instructor commentary? 
3) Revision Choices: Do your revision choices reflect understanding of process and reflect growth? Does your writing reflect consideration for peer and instructor feedback?

4) Presentation: Is your portfolio organized, creative, and professional?

5) Reflection: Does the reflective writing show that a substantial amount of reflection has been done on the student’s writing throughout the semester? Does reflection show awareness of strengths, weaknesses, areas of growth in writing and critical thinking skills?

6) Overall impression: This reflects my overall impression of your process, effort, and portfolio presentation as a whole- your writing, as well as your participation in workshop and revision efforts. I will also take into consideration anything you add in the miscellaneous section here.
